the flesh. Here, for future reference (and for your spiritual enrichment at least, 

should you never become a millionaire!), is an answer from Professor Wayne 

Grudem in his Systematic Theology  (c. 1994), pg. 543:  
 

òAlthough the word theos, ôGod,õ is usually reserved in the New Testament for God 
the Father, nonetheless, there are several passages where it is also used to refer 
to Jesus Christ. In all of these passages the word  ôGodõ is used in the strong sense 
to refer to the one who is the Creator of heaven and earth, the ruler over all. 
These passages include John 1:1; 1:18 (in older and better manuscripts); 20:28;  
Romans 9:5; Titus 2:13; Hebrews 1:8 (quoting Ps. 45:6); and 2 Peter 1:1.ó

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At the All - Church Missions Breakfast, Saturday, Feb. 20,       

a delicious egg dish was served from a recipe              

provided by GBC Premise Keeper, George Reidenbaugh.       

Many folks requested the recipe, so here it is!  

 

 

Breakfast Egg Casserole  

 

3 cups seasoned (herb) croutons   1 lb. sausage (Jimmy Dean mild)  

3 cups grated cheese (Colby, Jack mix)  10 eggs, beaten  

1 cup skim milk       1 tsp. white pepper  

1 cup green chilies (mild or medium)   1½ tsp. dry mustard  

 

Brown sausage and drain. Spray Pam in a 9x13x2 baking dish. Put croutons in 
bottom of dish, then add sausage and 2 cups of cheese. Mix eggs, milk, pepper, 
dry mustard, and green chilies in large measuring cup. Pour evenly over ingredi-
ents in baking dish, then sprinkle remaining 1 cup of cheese on top of mixture. 
Cover with foil, let set for 2 hours in refrigerator, then pre -heat oven to 350°. Take 
foil off the dish and bake for 45 to 55 minutes. After 45 minutes, check casserole 
for doneness.
