The doctor determined
it was a wax build -up with a blister underneath on the ear drum. When he removed the
wax, the blister popped, relieving the pressure and pain. While there, | received a hearing
test. | have worn hearing aids for about ten years. During the next week | had bronchitis,
with coughing and stuffiness, and was put on antibiotics. This led to dizziness, vomiting,
and loss of appetite. By Easter Sunday | was very sick and was admitted to the hospital.

Two days into my 4 -day hospital stay, | awoke in the morning unable to hear. After my release from the hospi-
tal, | returned to the ENT doctor to see if he could determine what happened to bring about the loss of my hear-
ing. He could see no reason for the hearing loss.

On Saturday, May 2, my wife and | decided to attend our nine -year-old grandson's basketball game. This was
the seventeenth day of my inability to hear, but | could watch the action of the game. After the ball game we

invited the family out to dinner. While seated in the restaurant, our grandson Bronson Sanich pushed a paper

over to me. | picked it up and read it. It really touched my heart, to say the least. There were tears in my eyes.
One side of the paper is pictured above. | turned the paper over and Bronson had drawn a cross and written "I

am asking God to heal your body that you can do everything that wé'hie.ivas approximately 5:00 PM.

After returning home, | was preparing for bed and again read the paper Bronson had given me. | laid it beside
the sink as | brushed my teeth. Upon finishing, | picked up the paper, walked out of the bathroom, and, all at
once,| COULD HEAR! It was almost 8:00 PM., just a few hours after Bronson gave me his prayer. | walked
directly to the telephone and called him. He was very happy. His response was "Wow!" The next day Bronson's
mother sent an e-mail in which she stated what an encouragement this was for Bronson. | am grateful to Bron-
son for his prayer. We have a wonderful heavenly Father. With Him nothing is impossible. Hallelujah'!
