Today’s Message: “Holy, Holy, Holy!” 

 A Study in God’s Word Based on 1 Peter 2:9-10 

The Text:  

“But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for God’s own possession, 
that you may proclaim the excellences of Him who has called you out of darkness into His 
marvelous light; for you once were not a people, but now you are the people of God; you had not 
received mercy, but now you have received mercy.”  (1 Peter 2:9-10, NASV)

II. Our MISSION as Believers – v. 9b: “That you may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has 

 called you.” 

 

 

The bottom line: to do our job as witnesses effectively and enthusiastically, we must know God (John 17:3) 
through faith in Christ, knowledge of His word, and personal experience with Him as our Savior, Shepherd, 
Lord, and Friend. By that standard, are you qualified to carry out your mission where He has placed you.
